Network marketing is simply a business where the average person can become a 

business owner without the headache of having to set up a retail shop, hire 

employees, or spend thousands of dollars that go along with owning a business 

just to market a product or service. 

 

Instead of that product or service being sold primarily in retail stores, the 

company product or service is offered through one-on-one contact with 

consumers, through catalogs, and through word of mouth advertising by the use 

of an independent distributor. 

 

Examples of such companies would be Avon, Tupperware, Mary Kay, and the list 

goes on and on. Why do so many people fail then to get people interested in 

building a business with them? 

 

Maybe the networking history in general has something to do with that. Network 

marketing has been around longer than people realize, the exact date remains 

unclear, but in some form or another, it's been around prior to World War II.  One 

thing that is known, network marketing is still evolving and maturing. 

 

During those early years, network marketing proved successful for such 

companies as Nutrilite and Amway. Soon this success attracted a lot of attention 

and the dark side would try and take away some of that success. 
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In the 1960's and 1970's many unethical business owners created a counterfeit 

version of a network marketing based on the Ponzi scheme from the late 1920's, 

whereby a "product" was attached to a money pyramid in order to appear they 

were actually marketing something. The result was a pyramid selling scheme that 

continues to taint the network marketing industry by reputation. 

 

(Definition-Ponzi is a fraudulent investment operation that involves promising or 

paying abnormally high returns, or profits, to investors out of the money paid by 

subsequent investors, rather than from net revenues generated by any real 

business). 

 

Although people still mistakenly associate network marketing companies to 

pyramid schemes, it was in fact, the reputable network marketing companies that 

first reported the pyramid schemes to the government to have them outlawed.   

 

(Definition-pyramid scheme is a non-sustainable business model that involves the 

exchange of money primarily for enrolling other people into the scheme, without 

any product or service being delivered.) 

 

There are thousands of companies that have used the network marketing 

approach, some with great success; others have failed, due to a number of 

reasons.  Dubious network marketing schemes are still around, making it 

important to do your due diligence before you jump in.
